Bubwith Annual Parish Meeting

The support of the Parish Council in providing skate park evenings was appreciated, sky bike rides had been arranged and a Halloween Party had been very successful. Anne stressed the community involvement of adult volunteers plus supporters and the Community Cricket Club were running cricket sessions this Summer
John Plant from the Christian Fellowship Youth Bus thanked the Parish Council for its continuing support and said that numbers were generally between 12 and 16 young people each week. The bus is staffed by volunteers and provides a place for secondary age young people to hang out with friends, further activities are planned for the future

The Chairman commented that these activities for our young people were excellent and thanked the volunteers involved

Bubwith Parish Council Chairman’s report 2014/15

The Parish Council is made up of 12 people who are very involved in parish life and hence they are good contacts to received comments and concerns. The Parish Council acts as the eyes and ears for other statutory bodies like the East Riding of Yorkshire Council and good relationships have been built up to ensure that we get a good service. 

The most reported concerns from residents are litter, dog mess and speeding and the PC has invested local money in employing Seb our litter picker plus to provide doggie bags to try and encourage dog owners to pick up after their pets. Many signage improvements have been made over the years to remind drivers to reduce speed and a campaign is planned this year with our Ward Councillors to drive the message home 

Grant applications have been successful in gaining external money to help various initiatives for the Playing Fields Committee and also to fund the successful skatepark evenings.. A successful grant bid has ensured that our children attending Howden Secondary School can be at after school activities, the so called twilight bus which was needed when the School lost funding. 

We work well with surrounding parishes and a combined grant application was successful to allow us to fit door chains for vulnerable residents. The local parishes also joined us in working to protect our bus service when it came under threat due to cuts, we gained important concessions from the operator due to partnership with local residents

Of course we now have 2 defibrillators (the one in Breighton to be fitted in July hopefully) and these have been funded from external grants plus local fund raising and the Lifestyle Group “I heart Bubwith”, a successful partnership!

Parish Councillors are very proactive and when the Surgery Lane needed attention they set to and laid planings to improve it, this is an ongoing job and more work will be done by our handyman Pete shortly. Pete also cuts the grass on the other side of the bridge to ensure we have a tidy parish entrance, the cost to the parish is very low. The hedge on our side of the bridge has also been cut by Natural England to give good views over the fields and further improve our parish entrance from North Yorkshire. We have worked with local residents and East Riding Council to improve signage to prevent HGVs trying to access the airfield via Breighton

The monthly newsletter includes PC news plus parish news and is delivered to all homes by Jess, if you wish to include parish information please contact our Clerk Steve. We also have a PC website and thanks to Sheran for keeping it up to date

The Christmas events, tree, sleigh and postbox are the envy of surrounding villages and again the PC leads this with massive help from lots of local people to ensure our Christmas celebrations are enjoyed by all. The Lifestyle group Toxic raised funds for this year’s Christmas Tree and we now have a Christmas Tree ‘nursery’ and 20 small trees will soon be planted for the future to save funds.

Funding support is given to voluntary groups in the village to help them function for the good of the community and groups supported this year include the Dingle Dell group, Church, Youth Club, Youth Bus and the Playing Fields Committee

The PC meets monthly and everyone is very welcome to attend on the second Thursday of every month at 7.30pm in the Leisure Centre

SCAM TARGETING THE ELDERLY 

People are urged not to fall foul of police telephone scam 

Police are urging elderly and the wider public not to transfer funds to criminals involved in a bogus police officer scam.

Over the past few months Humberside Police have received a large number of calls from elderly residents reporting being called by an unknown person pretending to be a police officer.

During the call the offender suggests the people called have been the victims of fraud and to contact their banks (providing them with a number to call).

When they call the bank (using the provided number) they are asked for their card details and personal data.

The victim then receives a further call from the bogus police officer suggesting they transfer their money to a police security account.

Fortunately the majority of people have become suspicious and called Humberside Police; however numerous people have transferred large sums of money.

Police would never ask members of the public to transfer or hand over money as the victim of fraud. 

Following the incidents police are urging members of the public to: 

•
Never give out bank or personal details to strangers over the phone; 

•
Never withdraw money and give it to a stranger or transfer funds to an unknown accounts.

Anyone who thinks they may have received a call along these lines should report it to police on the non-emergency number 101.
